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“I Will Build My Church…”

Jesus spoke those famous words to the apostle Peter in 
Matthew 16, and though his church worldwide at times is 
fractured and weak, Christ has kept his promise. We have 
seen Christ build his church in the past two months both 
here and across the ocean, though at times we have wished 
for the construction to move along at a quicker pace.  

We began the month of June with an outreach based on the 
nove l and movie The Da Vinci Code  at a local university with 
a panel discussion of Christian leaders from across Northern 
New England. The panel did an excellent job explaining how 
Dan Brown’s story squares with history, and  helped our 
congregation gain a soli d foundation for the reliability of the 
Bible. Unfortunately, the attendance was nowhere near 
what we had hoped. There were 2 people from outside of 
CTR, one named Rick to whom I have been witnessing to for 
over a year. We pray that God uses this to draw him to 
Christ.  

We had an exciting Father’s Day service during which we 
received four adults and two children into CTR. I had the 
privilege of baptizing two adults and two children that 
morning. Though we have experienced discouragement at 
times at the lack of numerical growth in our congregation, 
we are thankful to God for five adult professions of faith this 
year. Some have come to faith from outside, some after 
having grown up in the church and some have made 
previous decisions and formally professed their  faith at CTR 
for the first time. We praise God for using us in the lives of 
the people he has brought here. At the same time we’re 
reminded that we have much to do in bringing the gospel to 
bear on the lives of our friends, neighbors and co-workers.  

We sent our first foreign mission team out July 19 -27 to the 
island of St. Maarten with our sending church, Covenant 
PCA of Easley, SC. Dan and Lindsay Filicicchia (our “youth 
group” of one!)  and I went with eleven youth and adults 
from Covenant to paint the church building for Faith Baptist 
Church in Cole Bay, St. Maarten and to take part in some 
evangelism during a one week island -wide revival in the

Haitian community. The trip was a great success on many 
fronts: Lindsay received an adopted youth group and fel t 
immediately accepted by her new friends. All of us grew in 
our understanding of and articulation of the plan of 
salvation, and many had a chance to share the gospel at the 
revival there. We accomplished much of our goal on the 
beautiful building for Fait h Baptist, and loved meeting 
Pastor Laudace Viljean and his wonderful family. We had a 
taste of the spiritual battle on the trip, hearing news of the 
successful rescue of a young woman that Jim Huster (the 
leader of the trip and Covenant’s youth pastor) and his wife 
are attempting to adopt from Rwanda. She had been 
abducted and feared lost or dead. I believe the spiritual 
battle also took place in our home while I was gone, for 
several inexplicable crises happened all during that week 
and poor Allie was lef t to pick up the pieces. Satan took aim 
at a convenient target. Thankfully, God gave her grace to 
withstand it and we were all glad for me to be home.  

We saw God building his church in exciting ways in St. 
Maarten. Over four thousand Haitian Christians pac ked a 
soccer stadium for a crusade while we were there, and we 
heard how God has been working in amazing ways in that 
community through Pastor Laudace and others. I was 
encouraged that, even though Manchester is a much less 
receptive “mission field,” God is working and Jesus will build 
his church. I was encouraged to  pursue our mission with 
greater fervor and a more prayerful effort.  

Our plans for the Fall include some specific efforts at 
outreach and discipleship we pray will bear fruit:  

1)  We are holding a Single Mom Auto Clinic in October  
at a local repair shop owned by a Christian 
businessman. He offered to pay his technicians to 
change oil while our members show the moms how 
to practice simple preventative maintenance, provide 
refreshments and share the gospel and the love of 
Christ.  

2)  We are gathering a group for an evangelistic Bible 
Study entitled Christianity Explored  in the home of a 
couple who have recently come out of Roman 
Catholicism.  

3)  Many of our young families and “more mature” J  
couples will be par t of a small group called 
Shepherding a Child’s Heart  that we hope will serve 
not only to disciple our own parents but also reach 
out to some families from outside the church.  

Christ is building his church, both here and around the 
world. We can be sure of  that. And he will build his church 
here in Manchester, through our pray ers, by His Spirit and 
His word  as we engage in speaking and living the gospel to 
those with whom we come in contact. Thank you for 
standing with us in this mission.
